GENERAL RULES 
 
 
1. Racers must pay a $10.00 gate fee. After you sign up to race you will get your gate fee 
back.  $20.00 per run. 
2. Tractor & Cut Tires will be allowed. 
3. There will be a women’s class if there are Atleast 5 women for a class. 
4. All vehicles are allowed to change tires to run in another class. 
5. Passengers must have seat belts & helmets and must be approved to ride by a Tri-County 
member. 
6. Classes will be run by tire size. 
7. All drivers and passengers must register, sign a waiver and have their vehicle checked 
before racing. 
8. All drivers must wear a D.O.T. approved helmet and seat belts. 
9. No loose gear or equipment permitted in vehicle during run. 
10. All classes must have proper hook up in rear. If hook up breaks while being towed, the 
driver must re-hook. 
11. If a Tri County official is not comfortable with hooking cable. Driver will hook and 
unhook cable. 
12. All vehicles must have brakes. 
13. All plastic, aluminum or stainless fuel cells must have a positive locking cap and be 
securely fastened and vented. 
14. Eye protection is required for vehicles with no windshield. 
15. At any time, either in pit area or on the track, while running a vehicle it must have 
qualified operator in the driver’s seat. 
16. The speed limit at Tri County 4 Wheelers grounds is 5 M.P.H. DO NOT BREAK THIS 
RULE!! 
17. Any driver using drugs or alcohol before or during a race will not be permitted to run. 
18. Unsportsmanlike conduct by any driver or member of their pit crew is prohibited. Any 
such behavior will result in disqualification and forfeit of winnings. 
19. All batteries must be fastened down. 
20. Registration starts at 11:00 am & is over at 12:00 pm. No Exceptions!! 
21. $20.00 per class. 90% payback. 
22. THESE RULES AND REGULATIONS ARE FOR YOURS AND SPECTATORS 
SAFETY. THEY ARE STRICTLY ENFORCED. DO NOT BREAK THEM. 
 
Classes:    
A = up to 34 in.  
B = 35 – 39 in. 
C = 40 & up  
D = Tractor & Cut 
 
Directions:  From Route 11 – Get off at Lisbon/Rogers exit, turn left on Route 154 
and it is ¼ mile to Scroggs Road.
